 Thanks to the generosity of all, our Home and School Association was able to purchase scientific  

      microscopes for our school using proceeds from the Penny Walk, as well as other  
      fundraisers. Six total microscopes were purchased: 3 Stereomicroscopes and 3 Compound 
      microscopes. Stereomicroscopes are also known as dissecting microscopes and can be 
      used to examine larger objects such as rocks, leaves,  worms, or to aid in dissection.  
      Compound microscopes are used to visualize smaller objects that cannot be ordinarily seen 
      by the human eye. These include human cells, bacteria, fungi, etc. In addition, microscope 
      slides and a microscope computer adaptor were purchased with the latter allowing for 
      projection of the magnified sample on to a computer screen in real time, which provides 
     students with enhanced instruction. Therefore, these microscopes will be beneficial to the 
     science curriculums of all grades at St. Hilary's and will be used to supplement and enhance 
     the growing science program at our school.
