Lent should be more than a time of fasting.  It should also be a joyous season of feasting.  

This season of Lent 2010, at St. Hilary School, will be a time to fast from certain things and 

feast on others.  Each week we will:  

 

Week  1:    Fast from unkind words;  

     Feast on kind words.  

 

Week  2:    Fast from looking at the faults in others;  

     Feast on seeing God in others.  

 

Week  3:    Fast from worrying about what might happen;  

     Feast on the present moment.  

 

Week 4:    Fast from ho lding grudges;  

     Feast on forgiveness.  

 

Week 5:    Fast from complaining;  

     Feast on our blessings.  

 

Week 6:    Fast from focusing on our differences;  

     Feast on accepting our similarities.  

 

Each week, a notice will be on our website reminding us of  the above Fasts and Feasts.  We 

ask you to find a prominent place in your home to display these flyers for all in your family 

to see.  Your childõs teacher will reinforce each weekõs actions and we will be reminded each 

morning on WSHS.   

 

Each classroom will have an Almsgiving Jar for the children and your child will bring home 

their individual tub for your family to  use:  Fast from buying for ourselves; Feast on giving to 

others.   These tubs will be returned to school on the Monday  of Holy Week and prese nted to 

God for His Blessings during our school retreat.   The recipients will then be given our gifts.  

         

We will attend Stations of the Cross every Thursday afternoon. Once again, we will culminate 

our Lenten observances in school with a Morning Ret reat.
